
WHEREAS, Charisse and Samantha claimed that in order to expedite the extension of 
their stay in Singapore, Domingo would either apply for an extension online or 
purchase Singapore-Manila return tickets and were made to exit to Malaysia a few 
days before their visas expired. A day before their scheduled departure they would 
return to Singapore where the immigration officer, seeing that they had previously 
booked flights to Manila, would approve their return to Singapore often along with 
an extension of their stay; 

WHEREAS, Samantha was able to return to Manila in the last week of September 2008 
after convincing Domingo that she urgently needed to return due to a conflict in the 
family. She also promised Domingo she would be returning to Singapore; 

WHEREAS, Charisse was able to return to Manila after she escaped. Domingo was 
about to facilitate the extension of her stay by allowing her to exit Singapore via 
Malaysia. Samantha had by then approached Gabriela Women's Party and Tenaganita, 
a non-government organization in Malaysia, in order to help Charlsse return. 

WHEREAS, to date Domingo's operation continues with at least 17 women still under 
her enslavement in Singapore; 

WHEREAS, the stories of the two trafficked women apparently reveal a possible 
collusion between the recruiters and agents of the Bureau of Immigration; 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED AS IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED THAT the House of 
Representatives Committees on Women and Foreign Affairs investigate the alleged 
collusion between the illegal recruiters and agents of the Bureau of Immigration in 
the incidents of trafficking of Filipinas for prostitution in Singapore and recommend 
measures to address the plight of victims;
